RESOLUTION NO. 235

A RESOLUTION INCREASING THE SHERIFF'S OFFICE CIVIL PROCESS SERVICE FEES

WHEBEAS; ldaho Code 577-729. Sheriff Fee for Service requir:es the Board of County

Commissioners of each county to set sheriff's fees for serving an initial order of garnishment

and writ of execution by resolution; and

WHEREAS, Camas County Ordinance requires all fees charged by the County of Camas to be

adopted by resolution, rather than ordinance; and

WHEREAS; all notices required by law have been made and/or published in the Courier News on

and

WHEREAS; ldaho Code 563-13114 states that no fee increases over 5%o can be changed until a

public hearing has been held; and

WHEREAS; ldaho Code 511-729, also allows for the Board of County Commissioners to set an

additional lesser fee for making an interim return on a continuing garnishment to show

disbursement of moneys held by the sheriff for return, including for receiving and paying over

money from any monies garnishment, and including wage garnishment for financial institution

garnishment. Such fees shall be established using criteria determined by the board not to
exceed actual costs directly incurred for order of garnishment and writ of execution service; and

WHEREAS; ldaho Code 577-729, requires the Board of County Commissioners to annually

publish on the county website the criteria used to establish the total fee and the value of each

criterion's proportionate share of the total fee; and

WHEREAS; the County of Camas has not increased the fees covered by this resolution since May
